Dear Redlands Unified School District Families of Secondary Students (Grades 6-12): 

 

The District is proposing a return to In-Person Instruction for Secondary Students.  On Tuesday, March 

23rd, the Board of Education will hold an Emergency Special Board Meeting.  They will be presented 

with the Districtôs Plan to begin In-Person Instruction for Secondary students at our seven comprehensive 

middle and high school sites, as well as Orangewood High School.  The presentation will also include 

details related to the daily schedule and the recommended date of return ï April 12th.  

 

The Board of Education will take formal action following the presentation.  The formal action taken by 

the Board may include approving the Plan as presented, approving the Plan with modifications, or not 

approving the Plan at all.  I am confident that the members of the Board of Education will find the Plan to 

be thorough, safe, and positive for our staff and students. 

 

The schedule being recommended to the Board of Education is below.  The proposed schedule is a 

ñhybridò model which allows us to comply with the requirements related to stable groups and appropriate 

social distancing within classrooms and other educational spaces throughout the school day.  The hybrid 

schedule provides students with a morning In-Person session and an afternoon Distance Learning session.  

 

Secondary students who choose In-Person would attend school In-Person two (2) days a week (Group A 

on Monday and Tuesday; Group B on Thursday and Friday) and attend classes via Distance Learning on 

their Non-In-Person days (Group A on Thursday and Friday; Group B on Monday and Tuesday).  This 

schedule maintains four days of instructional continuity for all students, while providing the In-Person 

opportunity to those who so choose.  Families that choose to stay in the Distance Learning model will 

attend their classes during the afternoon Distance Learning sessions. 

 

Wednesdays will be an asynchronous day for all students which will allow teachers and support staff time 

to plan and/or they may also provide office hours to support students.  An asynchronous day will permit 

time to thoroughly disinfect the campus beyond the daily routine.  

 

The Reopening of School Plan (as approved by the Board of Education on March 9th), which is currently 

posted on the District website and labeled as ñCOVID-19 Safety Plan (CSP)ò, details the requirements for 

a return to In-Person Instruction: www.redlandsusd.net/ReopeningofSchoolPlan.  You will find 

information regarding the use of face coverings, appropriate social distancing, and daily health screenings 

to name a few. I highly recommend everyone review this comprehensive document. School sites will send 

information detailing the specifics of their Safety Plan which follows the general measures outlined in the 

Reopening of School Plan. 

 

As a reminder, Spring Break for staff and students in RUSD will begin Monday, March, 22nd, and end on 

Friday, April 2nd.  Based on this natural break, and to allow staff and support personnel the proper time to 
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prepare for the transition from Distance Learning to In-Person Instruction, the recommended return date 

for In-Person Instruction is Monday, April 12th.  This is the second Monday following Spring Break. 

 

In preparation for Monday, April 12th, we are requiring all parents to access their AERIES Parent Portal 

to select a preference for instruction either In-Person or Distance Learning (refer to the Quick Reference 

Guide below for directions).  We respectfully ask that you complete your preference by Sunday, March 

21st.  Families that do not select a preference by this deadline will remain assigned to the Distance 

Learning model.  Should you change your preference at a later time, your request must be made to the 

school site administrator to be considered.  Every effort will be made to maintain families and/or 

households within the same grouping.  

 

Information regarding District bussing for families that receive this service, will be provided in the 

coming days. 

 

We invite you to watch the Livestream of the meeting of the Board of Education on Tuesday, March 23rd, 

starting at 5:00 p.m. on our website: www.redlandsusd.net.  Many of your questions will be answered on 

that evening.  We will continue to provide you information as decisions and pertinent information become 

available.
